The articles outlaw "the deliberate insulting
of the president and vice president," as well as the distribution of writing or pictures that contain insults against the president and vice
president. Ruling on both petitions, the court revoked the articles, arguing that they were part of a colonial legacy that was not in line
with the freedoms enumerated in the 1945 Constitution. In 2007, the court also revoked articles 154 and 155 of the Criminal Code,
which outlaw insults against the Indonesian government, on a similar basis. The latest draft of the bill restores these articles, but makes
it so that the insults against the president and vice president as well as government institutions can only be prosecuted if they are
reported by the insulted party, but activists say that the articles leave wide room for interpretation and could be used to suppress
dissent.
