(1) Next Generation Sunshine State Standards establish the core content of the curricula to be taught

in the state and specify the core content knowledge and skills that K-12 public school students are expected
to acquire. Standards must be rigorous and relevant and provide for the logical, sequential progression of core
curricular content that incrementally increases a student’s core content knowledge and skills over time.
Curricular content for all subjects must integrate critical-thinking, problem-solving, and workforce-literacy skills;
communication, reading, and writing skills; mathematics skills; collaboration skills; contextual and applied-
learning skills; technology-literacy skills; information and media-literacy skills; and civic-engagement skills.
The standards must include distinct grade-level expectations for the core content knowledge and skills that a

student is expected to have acquired by each individual grade level from kindergarten through grade 8. The

otherwise provided for visual and performing arts, physical education, health, and foreign language standards.

(i) Include the development of skill sets that promote information, media, and technological
literacy;

(iii) Include interdisciplinary, project-based, real-world learning opportunities;

(iv) Instill life-long learning by providing essential knowledge and skills based in the liberal arts
tradition, as well as science, technology, engineering, mathematics, and career-technical education;

(V) Be clearly written, transparent, and understandable by parents, educators, and the general public.
